Taxi Program for People with 
Disabilities Debuts 
The Phoenix Public Transit Department has 
launched a new taxi coupon program for Phoenix 
residents with disabilities.  Called ADA Cab, the 
program supplements Phoenix's heavily-used 
Dial-a-Ride program for people  
who are certified in accordance with the 
Americans With Disabilities Act.  By working 
with local taxicab companies, the program 
allows participants to book trips at a subsidized 
rate, allowing for lower costs and more 
flexibility.  To purchase coupons at a discount, 
participants must be Phoenix residents under 
the age of 65, and they must be ADA-certified. 
Certified participants can buy coupons to use to 
pay for cab trips.  Each coupon is worth a dollar, 
and the $20-coupon books sell at 30% of their 
value, or $6 apiece.  Participants can buy a 
maximum of $40 at that discount, and they can 
purchase an additional $40 at half price; in total, 
users can buy up to $80 worth of taxi vouchers 
monthly for $32.  To get more information about
